As part of our commitment to the PYP our
Year 3, 4 & 5 children (also Year 6 in 2011)
learn Chinese. Children learn not only to
communicate in this language but they also
gain an understanding of the culture in which
the language is spoken.

The Primary Years Programme places an
emphasis on children’s understanding of the
world around them and encourages the
values and attitudes required to become
caring and valued citizens of society.

What is the Fn’marg Years Frogrammc?

The Primary Years Programme offers a
comprehensive approach to teaching and
learning. It provides a complete curriculum
model, which incorporates guidelines on what
students should learn, as well as guidelines on
teaching methodologies and assessment
strategies.

The PYP combines the best research and
practice from a range of national systems with
a wealth of knowledge and experience from
international schools to create a relevant and
engaging educational framework for all
children.

The International Baccalaureate Organisation
aims to develop inquiring, knowledgeable and
caring young people who help to create a
better and more peaceful world through
intercultural understanding and respect.

The Curriculum Modcl

At the heart of the Primary Years Programme’s
philosophy is a commitment to structured
inquiry as the leading vehicle for learning.

Six transdisciplinary themes as shown on the
outside of the diagram below, provide the
framework for the exploration of knowledge.
Teachers and students are guided by these
themes as they design curricular units

for exploration and study.

Students explore subject areas through these
themes, often in ways that transcend conven-
tional subject boundaries. In the process, they
develop an understanding of important
concepts, acquire essential skills and
knowledge, develop particular attitudes and
learn to take socially responsible action.

What does this mean for tcac['ring and
lcarr\ing at Willow Park 5(:}100]?

Willow Park School has been a PYP candidate
school since 2008 and is working towards
becoming a fully authorised PYP school by the
end of 2010.

The programme supports our school vision to
“Inquire together, inspire forever!” and our
mission that “We are life-long learners who
strive to develop the attitudes, understanding,
knowledge, attributes and skills to thrive in
our ever-changing world”.

The school has developed a whole school
programme of inquiry which provides units of
work and focused resourcing for each year
level. While the programme is transdisciplinary
(involving multiple curriculum areas) the
school continues its focus on literacy and
numeracy both within and beyond the units of
inquiry.

The Primary Years Programme promotes good
teaching practice including focused
professional development for teachers. The
PYP also provides encouragement for our
students to become actively involved in their
learning and to become life long learners.
